Second, in the next question,stdiscovered that the students are
slightly more strongl integrativelymotivated to learn English which can
answer the research question of the motivation found is more integrative or

instrumental.

Gardner states that integrative motivation is charagdrby the
desire to merge and follow the culture by meaf languagePeople who
have this kind of motivation are more attractive in the culture and way of
life of people who speak languages. From the results of the questionnaire,
it proves that successgfstudents agree with learning English, it will make
it easier for them to interact with people who speak English; it will enable
them to meet and communicate with more and diverse people; learning
English is important because it will enable themunderstand ah
